The show has headlined several sell-out shows at Ronnie Scotts Jazz Club, appeared at Camden’s Jazz Café for a celebration of Brother Ray’s 85th Birthday and enjoyed an unforgettable standing ovation at Cadogan Hall in Chelsea.
